RE: Historical Review of 1116 23%¢ Street

The property under consideration is an early 1900’s Victorian dwelling located at 1116
23" Street in midtown Sacramento. The property was utilized most recently as a 5 unit
rental and was known to the City of Sacramento as such, notwithstanding the fact that the
lower units were non compliant. There is no known historical significance to this
dwelling, it is simply old. Perhaps the true historical significance lies in the fact the City
has had an ongoing case against the previous owner for 5 to 6 years. In that time, the
property was a menace to the neighborhood - a flop house purportedly for homeless and
drug addicts and a breeding ground for rats (so report the nuns next door).

The physical condition of the property is poor after having suffered many years of
neglect. There have been non-compliant additions and other modifications made to the
structure. Of particular concern are the many windows that have been replaced with
aluminum type and other windows that are deteriorated beyond repair. Unfortunately
most windows were damaged when the building was boarded up presumably by the City.

The local conditions surrounding the building are typical of many inner city properties.
Adjacent properties vary from well maintained single family residence, near blighted
properties and high rise subsidized housing. Most nearby homes have been converted and
used as multifamily units.

In our analysis of the restoration/redevelopment of this property there are several
considerations/elements we believe necessary if we are to maximize the property’s
potential thereby justifying the investment of capital and labor. Most of the
considerations are to address security of this investment, both physical and economic.
These essential elements consist of enclosed off street parking, replacement of the
foundation, raising the usable height of the ground level floor from 6°3” to 8’, utilize the
property as 2 unit dwelling as permitted by City zoning and building codes and enclose
the property within a decorative fence. Without aforementioned elements the project
would not meet our requirements and would be scaled back considerably. It is our hope
that the City will see our vision and support our investment and efforts.



Below I will address each of our essential - major elements:

PARKING

The existing garage foundation, slab and driveway for this property is located on the
extreme west property line with its back wall on the south property line, as shown on the
plot plan drawing. It is our proposal to install the new reconfigured garage on the same
west property line, relying on grandfathering for any variance from current zoning that
might exist. This configuration is utilized elsewhere in the city on properties of similar
age and locations.

FOUNDATION/BASEMENT

The existing foundation is brick and at places deteriorated. It is our intention to replace
this with a new concrete and steel foundation. While doing so we intend to increase the
ground floor height from its current 6’3" height to 8’ by either raising the building to its
maximum permitted height of 35” or digging down to the depth required to meet this
goal. This new, compliant height, ground floor space is to be utilized as unit 2 of a 2-unit
property. The preliminary layout for this space is provided with the submitted drawings.

BRICK FIRE PLACE, CHIMNEY AND FLUE VENT

The existing fireplace, its chimney and the existing brick flue vent are deteriorated,
unsafe and should be removed for public safety. Given that the Air Resources Board has
greatly restricted the burning of wood and may soon prohibit it entirely, we see no sound
reason to replace the fireplace. The brick flue on the west face of the building once

served a wood-burning stove that no longer exists and thus has no purpose and will not be
replaced. The removed brick will be utilized in landscaping, fence posts and other
elements as deemed appropriate.

WINDOWS

The original windows are in various degrees of disrepair, missing altogether in places and
have been replaced with aluminum in others. It is therefore impossible to repair all the
original windows. Some windows simply must be replaced with new.

The aforementioned existing conditions when coupled with the requirement to meet Title
24 and other State and Federal energy efficiency regulations, guide us toward
replacement. We request your support with the option of replacing all windows with
energy efficient sash kits and/or new windows if our budget permits. It simply makes no
sense to put the effort we envision into this property and have old leaky windows if we
can possibly find the money to replace them. It should be noted that the exterior elements
of the existing window frames (fascia and trim), as seen from the street, can be duplicated
for any new window location.

In either case we must discuss the issue of missing and/or windows replaced with
aluminum in the past. We have used Jeld-Wen windows successfully in the past and will
use them on this project as well, budget permitting. We seek your input in this decision.



UTILIZATION
The property as purchased was a non-compliant 5 unit building. We intend to develop the
property as 2 units as permitted within the R-3A zone for lots having 3200 s.f.

ADDITION/EXPANSION

Inner city living has changed since the early 1900s. Property owners and renters demand
more than a simple utilitarian existence. They want it all, pools, decks, gourmet kitchens,
spa-like bathrooms, all surrounded in a security blanket. In an effort to meet some of
these demands and justify our investment of capital and effort, we propose the
modifications detailed in the submitted drawings. It is our belief that this additional effort
will not only benefit the occupant but the City by providing a highly desirable property
worthy of continued upkeep if only to protect the original investment.

SECURITY/FENCING

We began negotiation on this property 4 months ago. Since that time not one week has
passed wherein a local resident’s car and/or property has not been broken into or
vandalized, as witnessed by a million glass shards lying in the streets. This property alone
has been broken into on 3 separate occasions. Fortunately the neighbor was able to
identify the thief on one occasion and there is now active police involvement. In an effort
to reduce the vandalism to the property, while not restricting visual access, we intend to
restrict access with fence posts built of reused bricks from the fireplace and 4” x 4” large
gauge wire screen as infill between the posts. This coupled with plantings and the
enclqls,edg/ar ge, will provide reasonable security and provide a pleasing element to the
